Fu Jen Catholic University 

Regulations Governing Group Insurance for Students
Article 1: Basis

These regulations were formulated in reference to Ministry of Education document Tai-hsun-(erh)-tzu-0960036110, March12, 2007, and in accordance with document TransGlobe Life Insurance Inc. Fu Jen Catholic University Group Insurance for Students, August 21, 2015, Reference No.: TransGlobe Insurance (shang-yen)-tzu-1040821001.
Article 2: Insurance:
(1) Students who are formally registered qualified for insurance.
(2) Each student is insured for the amount of NT$1 million.

(3) The insured shall pay NT$488 insurance premium every academic year. The Ministry of Education is responsible for paying NT$100 per person. The remaining NT$388 will be paid by the student in two installments, one per semester. The student will pay NT$194 during registration period for the semester.

(4) Coverage Period: Coverage for the first semester runs from August 1 until January 31 of the following year. Coverage for the second semester runs from February 1 until July 31.

(5) Insurance premiums are paid along with tuition and miscellaneous fees during registration period for the semester. Students extending the time limit for degree completion (undergraduates in their fifth year and graduate students in their third year and above), and students from any year of study on a voluntary leave of absence should go to a financial institution to pay within one month after a semester has started. Failure to pay by the deadline will be regarded as a voluntary forfeiture of rights.
Article 3: Claims
1. During the coverage period, students who die , become disabled or require medical treatment due to an accident or illness, may only apply for a claim by submitting necessary documents.

2. Students who commit suicide are not covered by the insurance plan.

3. Documents necessary for making a claim:

1. Medical treatment

(1) Claim form (if the insured is under 20 years of age, the signature of their legal representative is required).
(2) Medical certificate or proof of hospitalization
(3) Those applying for reimbursement of out-of-pocket medical expenses, accidental medical reimbursement, or special insurance subsidies, must submit a receipt and list of medical expenses (original or photocopy are both accepted. A photocopy requires the seal of the hospital, as well as a seal stating its consistency with the original).
(4) Those applying for a claim for first-time cancer treatment must submit the official pathology report from the hospital.

(5) Those applying for a claim due to a serious injury must provide medical proof of the injury.

(6) Photocopy of Student ID

(7) Those opting to receive their claim via remittance must submit a photocopy of the cover of the beneficiary’s account book. (from a bank or the Chunghwa Post Office)
2. Disability Claims:

(1) Claim form (if the insured is under 20 years of age, the signature of their legal representative is required)
(2) Medical certificate of disablement

(3) When making a claim for disability insurance, the insurance company may request that the insured undergo a physical examination, and when necessary, may review the documents related to medical treatment after obtaining the beneficiary’s consent. These expenses shall be assumed by the insurance company.
(4) Those applying for disability insurance subsistence allowance must submit proof of life certification on the first, second, third and fourth anniversaries of the date the disability was diagnosed.

(5) Those applying for insurance claims due to severe burns must submit proof of the burn classification and percentage of body-surface covered, or medical proof of the severity of the burns from National Health Insurance Administration.

(6) Photocopy of Student ID
(7) Those opting to receive their claim via remittance must submit a photocopy of the cover of the beneficiary’s account book.

3. Death Claims

(1) Claim form
(2) Autopsy report or death certificate

(3) Household registration showing removal of the deceased
(4) Photocopy of Student ID of the deceased

(5) National ID of the beneficiary

(6) Those opting to receive their claim via remittance must submit submit a photocopy of the cover of the beneficiary’s deposit account book. (from a bank or the Chunghwa Post Office)
4. Application deadlines: All applications that provide the necessary documents within two years of the date of the accident are valid. Failure to provide the necessary documents by the deadline will be regarded as a voluntary forfeiture of rights.
Article 4: Notes
1. The amounts for claims are based on the terms of the Fu Jen Catholic University Contract for Group Insurance for Students. For contract details, please visit the website of the Life Division.

2. This insurance is not compulsory. If, for special reasons, a student wishes to opt out of the insurance plan, they should prepare proof of payment, a written affidavit stating that they will opt out of group insurance for students, and a stamped envelope to inform their family. After a semester begins, students should bring these documents to the Life Division before the deadline in order to complete the refund process. Those who opt out of insurance will be ineligible for financial assistance from the Ministry of Education.

	1. There is no distinction between medical treatment programs. Benefits for hospitalization and treatment are based on the actual amount spent by the  insured member for necessary and reasonable medical treatment that exceeds the coverage of National Health Insurance. The maximum amount of  benefits for hospitalization due to a single event is NT$50,000.

2. Those who receive medical treatment without National Health Insurance coverage will be reimbursed 75% of the actual medical expenses.

3. To receive these benefits, the claimant must provide a copy or photocopy of the receipt for medical expenses (it must be stamped with the seal of the medical clinic or hospital).

	Medical treatment for accidental injury
(reimbursement for out-of-pocket medical expenses)
	1. Amount based on expenses paid for out-of-pocket, up to a limit of NT$5,000 per accident.
2. Those who receive medical treatment without National Health Insurance coverage will be reimbursed 75% of the actual medical expenses.
3. To receive these benefits, the claimant must provide a copy or photocopy of the receipt for medical expenses (it must be stamped with the seal of the medical clinic or hospital).
